Advisor's Message
There’s a new Sheriff in 
town. 
      OK I’m not Sheriff, but 
it got your attention, right?
      My name is Brian Pich-
ola and I’m the new Lodge 
Adviser for Marnoc Lodge. 
I’d like to take a little bit 
of your time to introduce 
myself and tell you about 
my Vision for the lodge, 
i.e. what I think our role 
is in Scouting, speci!cally 
in Greta Trail Council and 
your troop.
      If you’ve been to an Or-
deal sometime time in the 
past 8 years, you’ve seen 
me, as I was the adviser to 
the Vice Chef of Inductions 
for the last 8 summers. I 
am a science teacher in the 
Aurora City School District 
(middle school for 9 years, 
and in my 3rd year at the 
high school). I’m the Com-
mittee Chairman for Troop 
265 in Aurora (was also on 
the committee and an As-
sistant Scoutmaster), on 
the training and advance-
ment committees for Sen-
eca District and an adult 
staff member for Brownsea 
NYLT. I was elected and 
passed my Ordeal in 1983 
with Notawacy Lodge #205 
of Firelands Area Council 
(where I was on summer 
camp staff for 2 years), re-
ceived Brotherhood there, 
was lodge secretary for 
a year and later earned 
my Vigil Honor in 2001 
with Marnoc Lodge. I am 
Woodbadge trained (Ante-
lope, C-41-00) and have at-
tended Camp Manatoc with 
my troop for summer camp 
for 10 out of the last 11 
years (the other one, I was 
at NOAC…the National 
Order of the Arrow Confer-
ence). I’ve been to 5 area 
Conclaves, 2 NOACs and 
the National Conservation 
and Leadership Summit.
      Enough junk about me?  
I think so. What about my 
Vision for the Lodge.
      The !rst thing I have to 
say is that I’ve been around 
for the last 8 years, and I 
listen. I listen to what good 
things you have to say about 
us, and I listen to what criti-
cisms you have. My !rst 
goal is to continue to listen. 
I want to know what you 
expect out of the OA. What 
is it we need to do to make 
the lodge a valuable part of 
your troop’s Scouting pro-
gram? At the Ice Cream 
Socials this year, we are 
having an open forum with 
the key three (lodge chief, 

lodge adviser and profes-
sional adviser) for that pur-
pose. Tell us what you want, 
and our ears are on.
      I can’t promise to do 
everything you tell me...
there’re some things we 
need to do that, too (like 
youth interested in doing 
the work to make this hap-
pen and adults who care 
enough about the OA to 
guide those youth). But I 
can promise your voice will 
be heard and taken serious-
ly. If you can’t be there, or 
I’m not, please email me 
blp3ar@prodigy.net with 
your questions, comments 
and concerns. I am here for 
you.
      On to my Vision for the 
lodge…
 When I asked myself the 
questions, “What is our 
Purpose?” “What role do 
we play in GTC and Scout-
ing?” I came up with two 
answers, and these will be 
the focus of my tenure as 
Lodge Adviser.
      Firstly, our purpose is 
to provide service to the 
camp. Our job is to pro-
mote camping to all troops, 
in general, and at Camp 
Manatoc in particular. I will 
be pushing to increase the 
man hours and dollars spent 
at Camp Manatoc, through 
our Fellowships, Service 
Days and the service corps, 
to improve and maintain 
the camp we love and call 
home. Eventually, I’d like 
to see the lodge have 1 ser-
vice day per month at the 
camp, coordinated by Ar-
rowmen volunteers from 
each district" Imagine one 
month a group from Sene-
ca doing service…the next 
month Chippewa…then 
Moe…and so on to OP, 
Lakes and Tri-Fires (all in 
no particular order J ).
      Secondly, our job is ser-
vice to the troops. If I had 
a nickel for everyone who 
thinks we’re here to take 
kids away from the troops, 
I wouldn’t have to work" 
I’m not sure how people 
got that impression, as 
OA was one of the things 
that kept me in as an older 
Scout in my youth" The OA 
presents advanced leader-
ship trainings and oppor-
tunities at the local level 
(Fellowships) and beyond 
(Conclave, ALTC, NLS, 
NOAC). It presents the op-
portunity for older scouts to 
go camping without having 
to wrangle younger scouts 
to get things done and 

without adults “reminding” 
them of what they need to 
do. It presents opportuni-
ties for older scouts to have 
some adventures your troop 
may not be able to provide 
(Out Trip at Summer Camp, 
ArrowCorps5, NOAC, and 
the opportunity to go to 
Philmont, Northern Tier 
and Sea Base at a much re-
duced cost). It presents op-
portunities for older scouts 
to meet and interact with 
other kids their age to see 
what other troops are doing 
and bring those ideas back 
to your troop.
      Do these sound like 
good ideas and things that 
might strengthen your troop 
program? I’m sure at least 
one of those might keep 
an older boy from leaving 
your troop and taking his 
leadership and experience 
with him.
      Is it one more thing your 
kids have to choose from…
yes, but I believe that the 
time spent doing service, 
having fun instead of has-
sles, learning new skills 
and meeting new people 
are well worth the time.
      Whether it takes time 
away from your troop is up 
to you as you make your 
troop calendar. Our cal-
endar is set and published 
with the Council Calendar, 
so you know what we’re 
doing and when. You have 
the choice to put our ac-
tivities in cooperation with 
your unit ones, or not. I cer-
tainly hope you will choose 
the former.
      Well, this is getting kind 
of long, so I’ll close by 
saying, you got the “quick 
and dirty” here about what 
direction I think the lodge 
needs to take. Obviously 
it’s going to take more than 
just me and my ideas to get 
this done. I’m extremely 
proud of the group we 
have now and excited to be 
working with those youth 
and adults. But it’s going to 
take some more interested, 
passionate youth. It’s going 
to take some more patient 
and enthusiastic adults, as 
advisers and as advocates 
at the troop level. And it’s 
going to take some time to 
get things done.
      I look forward to meet-
ing you at the Ice Cream 
Socials (or elsewhere) and 
hearing what you have to 
say and hope that you con-
sider what I’ve had to say 
here, too.

Trail Service

  After a minimum of two years as a Brotherhood mem-
ber of the Order, Arrowmen are eligible to be selected 
for the Vigil Honor by their lodge. Selection is limited 
to one person for every 50 members of the lodge and is 
made annually based on exceptional service above and 
beyond the norm, whether through leadership, exemplary 
efforts, or dedication. As stated in the OA Fact Sheet, 
$The Vigil Honor is a high mark of distinction and rec-
ognition reserved for those Arrowmen who, by reason of 
exceptional service, personal effort, and unsel!sh inter-
est, have made distinguished contributions beyond the 
immediate responsibilities of their position or of!ce to 
one or more of the following: their lodge, the Order of the 
Arrow, Scouting, or their Scout camp.$ The Vigil Honor 
is not conferred solely because of lengthy tenure in either 
Scouting or the Order of the Arrow.
   Marnoc Lodge normally nominates Brotherhood Mem-
bers each winter, with the ceremony taking place during 
the summer. This year twelve members (6 youth and 6 
adults) were selected to join the Vigil Honor.

Vigil Honor News

      Our out-trip day started 
early with a 7:15-7:30 
a.m. departure from Camp 
Manatoc and we ate break-
fast on the road. Three 
hours later we arrived 
at Wilderness Voyageur 
Out!tter’s Ohio Pyle facil-
ity and signed in. We were 
then issued safety equip-
ment (helmets and •ota-
tion vests) and provided an 
initial safety brie!ng. We 
then boarded two buses for 
a short drive to a roadside 
station overlooking the 
river where our rafts were 
already laid out.   
      After disembarking 
from the bus, we were 
assigned four to six to a 
raft (depending on group 
size) and introduced to 
the !ve guides/lifeguards 
that would accompany our 
72 member rafting con-
tingent (the members of 
our Manatoc group plus 
other participants). After a 
general safety brie!ng and 
raft handling orientation, 
we were instructed to carry 
our rafts and paddles down 
to the river and to put in.  
      Once we put in, we 
received another brief-
ing from our Wilderness 
Voyageur guides on how 
to negotiate the !rst set of 
rapids.  While receiving 
this brie!ng, most of our 
guides (in their own kay-
aks and rafts) went ahead 
to post themselves at key 
locations along the rapids 
where they could help di-
rect us thru that particular 
rapid set.  Once they were 
in position, we entered the 
rapids one raft at a time.
      This procedure was 
repeated for each set of 
rapids and was very help-
ful.  However, success at 

negotiating the rapids un-
der good control depended 
entirely on the crew abil-
ity of each individual raft.  
Our Wilderness Voyageur 
guides advised that the 
most experienced person 
in each raft crew should 
serve as “helmsman”. 
While members of our 
raft followed this advice 
initially, we later rotated 
positions on our raft every 
two or three sets of rapids 
so that everyone on board 
had a chance to “command 
the boat”.   Whether in the 
bow or stern of the raft, 
I found that experience 
handling a canoe was a 
great help in learning how 
to maneuver a raft. 
      The scenery along the 
boulder strewn section of 
the Youghiogheny River 
where the Manatoc White 
Water Out-Trip takes place 
is very picturesque. The 
river wends through mile 
after mile of undisturbed 
tree shrouded bluffs. Aside 
from fellow rafters, the 
only other people encoun-
tered were a few !sherman 
(!shing on this river is 
very good).   About half-
way through the river trip, 
we stopped for an on-shore 
picnic style lunch near the 

remains of an old grist mill 
and then later stopped for 
a break in a deep and calm 
section of the river where 
everyone took advantage 
of the opportunity to go 
swimming in the crystal 
clear water (and our guides 
took the opportunity to 
break out their !shing 
poles).  
       Our raft trip lasted 
about four hours. During 
the course of the day, we 
went over at least 12 sets 
of rapids.  In the process 
of learning to negotiate 
our rafts thru the river-
obstacles, virtually every-
one got soaked and there 
were some spills .... it was 
de!nitely a lot of fun.    
      As a side note, most of 
the river rapids we rafted 
on the Lower Yough are 
rated $Class III$.   While, 
some of the Scouts on our 
trip had previous rafting 
experience on $Class V$ 
rapids, they also had an on-
board experienced guide at 
the helm to maneuver their 
raft through those rapids. 
Yet on this trip Scouts 
were challenged to negoti-
ate the rapids themselves... 
so this trip offered a differ-
ent experience for them.

   Spoon Safety will be held 
at Buena Vista Cabin every 
Tuesday from 7:00 p.m. to 
8:30 p.m. during summer 
camp.  There will be lots of 
fun games, great ice cream 
(only after your Spoon 
Safety instructions), and 
lots of OA company. 
   Spoon Safety?  What’s 
that?  Remember when you 
received your Totin’ Chip, 
and you were so happy that 
now you could go cut hun-
dreds of little branches (that 
fell off of trees of course) 
and lots of logs (which were 
dead. Otherwise, goodbye 
corner)?  Well, the same 
goes for ice cream.  Spoons 
can be extremely dangerous 
if you don’t know how to 
properly use them.  Do you 
remember the time when a 
boy poked another boy in 
the eye, foot, and stomach?  
Or when an adult pointed a 
spoon at another adult dur-
ing a conversation?  That 
adult shook for more than 
thirty days after that inci-
dent.
